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To encourage the Philippians to continue their
commitment to spreading the gospel, that they,
following examples of Christ, Paul, Timothy and
Epaphroditus, might be humble, self-giving, keeping
unity, and living a joyous Christian life.

* by reminding the Philippians of their participation with him (Paul) in the progress of the gospel from their very birth as a church,
expressing confidence in God’s continued work in their lives, and praying for them to deepen even more in their commitment and
understanding of their new faith. (1:1-11)

* by explaining how his own suffering in prison contributed to the progress of the gospel, emboldening others to share their faith
and cultivating in him a single- minded focus to live for Christ. (1:12-26)

* by challenging them to strive together with one mind for the progress of the gospel, putting aside all personal rights and following
the selfless attitude of Christ, who gave up all His rights on the cross—an attitude which Paul, Timothy, and Epaphroditus
modeled as well. (1:27-2:30)

* by sharing his own example more fully, describing his journey, which led him to give up all things in which he might boast and
replace them with a single-minded desire to become like Christ and achieve all of His purposes for his life. (3:1-21)

* by exhorting them to stand firm in the gospel, warning them to deal with all the little things that could eat away at their one-
minded commitment to the progress of the gospel, such as internal bickering, impatience with each other, and everyday
anxieties, and replace them with the habit of Christ-like thoughts and reflections. (4:1-9)

* by praising them for their generous financial contribution to him toward the progress of the gospel, reminding them of the
future interest they will receive on their investment and giving them a final greeting. (4:10-23)
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Intro: 1:1-2

1:3-11 Thanksgiving, participation in the gospel from the first day until now.
Philippians are partakers of grace with Paul (whether he is in prison or in defending
the gospel). Confidence in God’s continued work in their lives. Pray for them to
deepen in their love, faith, fruit of righteousness

1:12-26 explaining Paul’s affairs, how his own suffering in prison contributed to the
spread of gospel; and Paul rejoiced that Christ will be exalted and remain with them
for the sake of their progress and joy in faith

1:27-2:30 exhorting them to fight and stay in unity, be humble like Christ, as well
the models of Paul, Timothy and Epaphroditus

3:1-21 sharing his own example on how to give up all things for Christ and replace
them with a single-minded desire to become like Christ and achieve all of His
purposes

4:1-9 (or 3:15-4:9) exhorting them to stand firm in gospel, warning them to deal

with little disagreement (that can destroy the one-mindedness) and put all things
they learned into practice.

4:10-23 praising them for their generous contribution to him toward the progress of
gospel. Reminding them of the future.
